DM-24 version 2.1 firmware

New features

1. Busses 1-8 can now be assigned to the stereo buss on the ASSIGN page.  Keep in mind that like EFFECT 1-2, DIGITAL IN 1-2 and ASSN RETURNS 1-4, these signals enter the stereo buss “POST” Master Comp Insert Matrix.  Which means if you are compressing the stereo buss, these signals assigned to the stereo buss on the ASSIGN page will NOT be affected by the compressor.  If the ASSIGNABLE sends and returns are used as INSERTS, these inserts WILL affect the signals sent to the stereo buss on the ASSIGN page.  The analog inserts on the stereo buss will also affect these signals.

2. On the MONITOR –OSC/COM page, you can now choose any mic/line input as the talk back source.  This allows you to use any microphone you wish as a talk back mic rather then the one bulit in to the DM-24.  This is especially helpful in situations like ADR rooms in post product where multiple people need to speak in to the talk back mic.  An omni directional mic be mounted in the room for this purpose.

3. The DM-24 now supports SMUX for 96kHz lightpipe connections.  This allows for 96kHz communication with such devices as the Alesis HD-24, the MOTU 2408III and RME digital audio interfaces.

4. Busses 1-8 can now be input sources for the internal effects on the PATCH page.  This can be convenient if all aux sends are being used for other purposses.

Version 2.1 firmwear addresses all known bugs as well.
